INVERNESS LAKES EXTENDED COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION

Fencing Guidelines (revised 6.16.09)
The following type of fence will be required to comply with the Inverness Lakes Extended Community Association Board of Directors and/or the Inverness Lakes Extended Community Association Architectural Control Committee:

·  The fence will be constructed in maximum 8 foot sections.  Each section to have a minimum height of five (5) feet and a maximum height of seven (7) feet;

· Fences are restricted to wrought iron, vinyl or aluminum.  All fences must be open-spaced spindle versus solid wall construction.  Any fence made of cedar, treated wood, chain-link or wire fences are specifically prohibited, unless cedar or treated wood was previously there will not be considered;
· Each section will be anchored into the ground to a depth preventing movement from frost;

· Fence finish must be painted/baked on and must confirm aesthetically both with the home and with neighboring homes.  Color to be approved by Architectural Control Committee;
· Fence posts must either be integrated with the fence or face the interior of the fence; external fence posts are prohibited;

· Fences shall not extend any closer than 10 feet to the front of the house;

· Fences must be maintained in a high state of condition and repair;

· All fence construction, style, material, etc., must be submitted in writing to our management company with the necessary sketches/manufacturer brochure and approved in “advance” by the Architectural Control Committee;

· The Committee will not approve the construction of any fence that, in the Committee’s opinion, would create a sight obstruction of any lake or safety hazard on any street;

· All installations must meet City ordinances pertaining to fences.  Each individual owner is responsible for locating underground utilities prior to digging and obtaining proper permits;

· In the event of a fence request involving a pool, the City/State requires proper fencing and must adhere to Inverness Lakes Extended guidelines.
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
